TOWN OF HOUNSFIELD TOWN BOARD
December 30, 2008

The special year end meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Hounsfield was called to order by
Supervisor Martin DelSignore at 1:00 PM at the Town Hall, 18774 Co. Rt. 66, and the Pledge of Allegiance
was said.

Members present were: Supervisor DelSignore, Councilmen, Steve Lee, David Cobb, Ken Lawrence Jr., and
Councilwoman, Yvonne Podvin.

Supervisor DelSignore opened the floor for comments and there were none. The privilege of the floor was
closed.

A motion was made by C’man Lawrence and 2" by C’man Cobb to accept the revised minutes of 11/5/08.
All voted aye and the motion was carried.

A motion was made by C’man Lee and 2™ by C’woman Podvin to accept the minutes of 12/10/08. All voted
aye and the motion was carried.

Supervisor DelSignore announced that correspondence received was a Friendship Payment from JRC and a
letter from the Youth Bureau saying they are unsure of availability of funds for 2009.

The Supervisor reported and updated the Board on these issues: Lakeside Cemetery, Revenue Estimates,
Water District #3, Comptroller’s Assessment of April 2008 and a recruitment notice.

C’man Lee brought up discussion of resolution 08-08, passed on 12/10/08, regarding extension of health
benefits for unused sick leave for retiring employee Michael Thompson. C’man Lee would like to bring this
to a vote again or vote on an amended resolution .

Kris Dimmick, Bernier-Carr was present to discuss the condition of the Sackets Harbor water tank at
Madison Barracks and to request the support of this Board for the application of a Shared Services grant to
replace or repair the water tank since the Town purchases water from the Village and relies on this storage
tank. A discussion was held.

A motion was made by C’'man Lawrence and 2™ by C’man Lee for resolution 08-14, authorizing a joint
Village and Town water storage project grant application. All voted yes and the motion was carried.

Mr. Dimmick also discussed proposed water district 5. He suggested that the Town get this proposed district
ready to construct in the event that funds become available. He suggested that the Town complete the
hardship application and SEQR for this district. The Board agreed that this should be done.

After some discussion, a motion was made by C’man Cobb and 2™ by C’man Lawrence for resolution 08-09,
approving revision to Town Personnel Policy to reflect the opportunity for extension of health insurance
benefits upon retirement. C’man Lee would like the employees to see this before it is adopted. The vote
was taken, C’man Cobb, C’man Lawrence and Supervisor DelSignore voted yes and C’man Lee, C’woman
Podvin voted no. The motion was carried.

A motion was made by C’'man Cobb and 2" by C’man Lawrence for resolution 08-10 authorizing extension
of health insurance benefits to Michael Thompson according to revised Section E of the Town Personnel
Policy. Four members voted aye and C’man Lee abstained. The motion was carried.
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A motion was made by C’man Cobb and 2™ by C’woman Podvin to pay bills in voucher # 13, vouchers #
810-862.

All voted aye and the motion was carried.

A motion was made by C’man Lawrence and 2" by C’man Lee for resolution 08-12, authorizing the hiring
of two part time temporary MEOs for the period 1/1/09 to 3/31/09 at a rate of $13 pr. hr. All voted aye and
the motion was carried.

A motion was made by C’woman Podvin and 2" by C’man Lee for resolution 08-13, reappointing Mary
Ann Oliver to the Town of Hounsfield Planning Board for a five year term, 1/1/09 to 12/31/13. All voted
aye and the motion was carried.

A motion was made by C’man Lawrence and 2" by C’man Cobb for resolution 08-15, authorizing budget
transfers. All voted aye and the motion was carried.

Under old business, the Highway Superintendent asked about hiring an employee as a full time MEO. A
discussion was held on this subject and a motion was made by C’man Lee and 2™ by C’woman Podvin for
resolution 08-16, authorizing the Highway Superintendent to hire one full time MEO at the 2009 entry level
wage of $14 per hr. Voting yes in a roll call vote was C’woman Podvin, C’man Lawrence and C’man Lee.
Voting no were C’man Cobb and Supervisor DelSignore. The motion was carried.

The Highway Superintendent announced that his department has had a Public Employee Safety and Health
(PESH) inspection and a follow up on a few violations.

The next meeting is scheduled for January 14, 2009.
